
Smuggler’s Haunt Hotel Report – 9 th December 2006 
 

 
A return visit to The Smugglers Haunt was well 
anticipated, as our previous investigation had 
been very eventful indeed. Returning to a location 
like this was a fantastic opportunity to compare 
results.  
 
After familiarising ourselves with the downstairs 
areas we had a 3 course meal and everyone 
socialised and relaxed. We then commenced the 
night with a tour of the haunted bedrooms, 
familiar to us by now, but not to the guests. 
 
As with all investigations we hold, we began with 
the introductions and instruction on the use of our 
equipment.  

 
Once everyone was settled and with a smaller group; we were able to relax 
the format of the night and allow more free time and plenty of lone vigils for 
the brave! This meant plenty of running around between the various groups 
and individuals in different rooms, ensuring that everyone hadn’t quite scared 
themselves silly yet! So this report contains a summary of the main events, 
rather than a breakdown of sessions with rooms and times etc. 
 
Summary of Events  
 
Room 1 :  
 
It was very interesting to note the number of guests who commented on 
disliking the fireplace in Room One. As with the previous night, this was 
without prompting and it’s incredible just how many people comment on this 
fireplace, regardless of which order they see the rooms in. 
 
Room 6:  
 
The most interesting room seemed to be 
this one (as it was last time). At first we did 
not have access as the room was locked, 
but while passing on route to one of the 
other rooms in the hotel, we heard a radio 
playing loudly. At first we assumed that it 
might have been occupied. However, when 
we investigated with the owners we 
confirmed that the room was empty and 
could not have been accessed. The radio 
was playing at a very high volume and 
there was no apparent reason for this 



sudden occurrence. The alarm had not been set and the radio didn’t seem to 
have any noticeable faults … so for it to turn itself on was very odd indeed. 
This was the room that many anomalies were caught on night vision camera 
and seemed to appear on command. Guests reported seeing them with the 
naked eye, as well as capturing them on digital camera. Many people 
concluded that this room seemed to be the most active of the rooms we had 
open to us. So could the radio playing have been a sign for us to enter? 
 
We certainly weren’t disappointed when we ventured in. Many people 
remarked that they didn’t like the areas at the side of the beds and again a 
female and two male presences were detected in here, in the same areas as 
before. This room felt hostile to Stuart, and again it was detected that one of 
the male spirits disliked him. Kevin asked if the spirit could affect Stuart if we 
would like him to leave. Stuart did report a touch against his leg shortly 
afterwards, but this could be argued as autosuggestion? 
 
Later, a session was carried out in Room 6 with two males and one female 
presence being picked up through dowsing as well as a vortex being detected 
next to the bed. Time was spent with lights out in this room and various 
individuals called out for the presences to give us a positive sign. During this 
time a female guest saw small flashes of light on the wall and Ian stated that 
he found it difficult to breath, Stuart also had his leg touched. Filming was 
carried out with a number of strange anomalies being captured on both night 
vision and digital still camera. 
 
Room 7:   
 
Dowsing Results: 

 
·  Male presence 1: Male presence 

picked up aged 65 years; aware he 
has passed. He was not from this 
country, he had arrived by boat he 
gave the initials FIJ? He passed 
around the 1630’s, he died from falling 
down some stairs, it was an accident. 
This place was not an Inn apparently 
when he was alive.  

·  Female presence: Helen the female 
presence from room 9 joined us here and through dowsing she stated 
that she was following the group around. We also found that Helen had 
a brother. 

·  Male presence 2: A second male was picked up; he had passed aged 
43 but was not connected to any of the other presences in the building. 
We were unable to obtain his name, as he was unable to read or write.   
Another guest dowsed and picked up on a total of five presences in this 
room.  

 
Temperature: Overall temperature ranged from 21°c to 21.8°c.    
EMF Readings: No significant readings picked up. 



Photography and filming: Once again no filming was carried out during this 
session.  
Other points to note: Two female guests experienced very strong tingling 
sensations during time spent in this area. 
 
Room 7 return visit:  00.55hrs  
 
Dowsing Results: The next group were not informed about what had 
previously been picked up!  During this session the following was picked up 
from the whole group. 
 
·  A presence of a boy age 6 was detected; aware he has passed. He 

passed from a chest infection. He used to live here and is happy, he is 
grounded. He plays in this room his older sister is also here with him and 
also their parents. Their parents worked here when they were alive. They 
all lived in this room between 1918-1929. Beer was served here at this 
property and people would come to stay as well. The young boy used to 
run errands with his older sister when they were both alive. 

 
Temperature: Temperature reading 19.5°c  
EMF Readings: Nothing to note. 
Photography and filming: A couple of light anomalies were captured in this 
room. Also one of the male guests experienced camera malfunctions. 
Other points to note: During time spent in this area and whilst 
communicating with the presence of the young boy, one of the female guests 
stated that she could feel something touching her hand and that she could 
also feel very intense tingling sensations.   
 
Room 9 :  
 
Dowsing Results: Through the art of psychic dowsing with rods and 
pendulum various guests picked up the following information: 
 
·  Presence of a female child was picked up next to the top right hand 

side of bed. Her name was Helen, she was six years old. Helen was 
very responsive to questions, even when we asked if she could move 
amongst us to make herself felt. At this point the Negative Ion Detector 
picked up on a reading, could this have been Helen’s way of making 
her presence felt?  Helen was not aware that she had passed, so out of 
respect we ceased communication with her.  

·  Also the presence of a male was detected in this room. 
 
Temperature: Overall temperature in this room ranged from 18 °c – 22.0°c. 
EMF Readings: Readings of 0.2 / 0.4 was picked up.  
Photography and filming: No filming was carried out during time spent in 
this room and we believe no anomalies were captured on digital camera.  
Other points to note: We found that the Negative Ion Detector picking up a 
reading was very interesting as this is a piece of equipment that is rarely 
triggered during nights spent in haunted locations.   
 



Restaurant area:  
 
We held a total of three separate séance’s using glass divination. 
 
First séance:  
To sum up this séance the group made contact with a male 
presence. We put a stop to the proceedings and closed the 
séance, as Stuart did not feel comfortable to continue. 
 
Second séance: 
During this session a spirit presence came forward and 
stated that they were related to one of the female guests. A 

number of questions 
were asked to the spirit 
presence with a lot of 
significant movement of 
the glass. On completion the séance was 
closed.  
 
Third séance: 
Once again we made contact with a male 
spirit presence unfortunately this presence 
was not willing to answer our questions, so 
we decided to close the séance.  

 
OVERALL:  
 

·  Many light anomalies where caught on night vision camcorder and 
digital cameras by the majority of the guests. After analysis, some have 
been ruled out and are clearly explained, as reflections or airborne 
particles, but a handful do seem to be of unknown origin. 

·  A number of séances were held and glass divining seemed to produce 
a mischievous male character; who caused a few scares. As a result, 
we ceased communication and didn’t continue further. 

·  Unknown hands appeared to knock a door where one guest was 
staying. When the door was opened, nobody was around, stranger still 
was that all guests were accounted for and no one was in the area of 
question when this happened. 

·  Dowsing results were similar to the previous night held here. Also on 
the night itself guests had reported picking up very similar results in the 
same areas without any prior knowledge, revealed during the 
debriefing.  

·  People felt an array of feelings, cold spots, etc. The most notable being 
in the restaurant during a séance while communicating with a male 
presence. Also in Room 1 where most people felt a very unnerving 
feeling near the fireplace. 

·  Scientific equipment used tonight picked up on some very interesting 
readings, which we could not find any explanation for, including the 
Negative Ion Detector, which very rarely picks up anything. 



·  Some guests including some of the Haunting Experiences staff 
reported being touched by unknown origin during key moments, not 
once, but on a number of occasions. 

 
Overall everyone enjoyed the night at the Smugglers Haunt Hotel, most of the 
group reported an array of unexplainable events and once again it seemed to 
be a very productive night.
